This auction is showing a wide range of Vasa dynasty coinage including very seldom offered items such as 15 6re Svartsjo
1543, 1 mark Abo 1558, Dukes Johan and Karl 1 mark klippe 1568, Johan III 1 mark 1575 portrait type and Kristina 2
riksdaler 1645. The collection also contains a wide selection of riksdaler and daler coinage with several of the unusual types
present such as Sigismund, Interregnum, Duke Karl, Duke Johan of Ostergétland, Kristina's scarce one year type 1633,
Fredrik I 1748 Order of Seraphim type and Karl XIV Johan 1820 with portrait of Karl XIII. Additionally can be mentioned an
appealing selection of Karl IX large silver coinage including 20 mark 1611, 8 mark 1608 and 6 mark 1609. There is a range

of gold coinage of which we would like to mention a rare Adolf Fredrik ducat 1758, a superb Gustav III ducat 1789/7, and

4 ducats Karl XIV Johan 1838 as well as 4 ducats Oscar I 1850. Furthermore we offer a range of Bernadotte coinage in high
grades, many graded by PCGS/NGC. The selection of foreign coins starts with a few scarce Norwegian medieval coins, a large
offering of world gold coins and an interesting selection of Russian coins and medals.

In Roberto Delzannos reference work ’Sveriges Myntbok 995 - 2022’ this variety
is given XR rarity. None of previous cataloguers have mentioned the fact that this
coin is lightly tooled/worked on on the rim. This could explain the low weight of

the present example, but it must not necessarily have any effect. Gustav I was, among
other things, creative at manipulating coinage. Underweight and debased coinage is
plentiful during his reign. The edge is slightly worked. Nevertheless an attractive

to have eyes poppping out and the cheeks are puffy. The Crowns of Svea in the Coat-
of-Arms deviate significantly from their regular appearance. This example is from

the dies of Erik Olofsson, which is significantly more scarce than the Steffen

Bengtsson engraved counterpart. Fewer than a handful known in private hands! Lightly
worked in fields.

For det forsta dr det den allra forsta gangen valoren priglas i
Sverige. Tvé mark motsvarade ju som bekant 16 6re eller XVI 6re som det star lingst ned pa myntets dtsida. Valorangivelsen i
sig 4r ocksa nagot alldeles extra ty det dr forsta gingen nagot sidant sker pé ett svenskt mynt! Méjligen har orsaken nigot med
den sé kallade Dackefejden aren 154243 att gora, se kompletterande text under 15 6re klipping nedan! Klippingmynten som
Gustav Vasa lit sl samma &r som var tvAmark bir nimligen ocksa valor! Kanske ville konungen ha valéren angiven pd mynten
eftersom en stor del av dem skulle utgéra betalning till utlindska legoknektar. D4 kunde han méjligen vinna ekonomiska fordelar
i samband med soldens erliggande. Det 4r vilkint att bl.a. ndgra av 1543 ars tvaimarksmynt dr underviktiga. Kanske hoppades
konungen pd att knektarna skulle acceptera den 4satta valoren. En annan variant pi samma tema skulle kunna vara att mynten
har ritt vikt medan halten silver ir for lig. Vi fir hoppas att framtida forskning kan ge oss svaren! Detta tvimarksmynt har for
det andra utgjort forebild for ett flertal andra mynt i den svenska mynthistorien. Det dr atsidans fyrkantiga tavla med text som gér
igen pa Eriks tvimarker. Men da pa frinsidan med regentens valsprak. Aven Johans tvimarker uppvisar liknande design. Ocksa
hertig Karl tar efter sina broder och liter atsidan pa de tvdmarker som priglas i Nykoping 1587 3 liknade tavla. Priglingarna till
V5 och Y riksdalers vikt som delades ut i samband med Gustav II Adolfs begravning 4r 1634 har samma stilelement. I modern
tid &terfinner vi tavlan pd ett par jubileumsmynt, nimligen 2 kronor 1932 och 5 kronor 1966!

This issue of 2 mark coinage of 1543 is interesting from several viewpoints. Firstly it is the first occurrence of a 2 mark denomination
in Sweden, which was equivalent to 16 ore as indicated on the lower obverse of the coin. Secondly, the fact that a denomination is spelt
out on the coin itself is also a first occurrence in Swedish coinage. Possibly this could be related to the so called Dacke War (Dackefejden)
154243, see further under subsequent lot for a 15 ire klippe. The klippe coinage that was struck the same date also bear a denomina-
tion. It is possible that the King wanted the denomination visible on the coinage for payment of foreign mercenary soldiers. It is possible
that the King was hoping to get a discount on the salary payment. E.g. it is well documented that some of 1543 dated 2 mark coinage
is underweight, and maybe the soliders would accept the designated denomination as opposed to checking the weight. Another option
is that the weight is accurate, but the coinage being debased from the published purity. We hope that future analysis and research can
explore this! Thirdly, this 2 mark design has been the influence of several subsequent issues throughout Swedish coinage. The obverse
square with text can also be found on the 2 marks of Erik XIV, albeit then on the reverse. Furthermore the 2 marks of Johan II's reign
show a similar design and Duke Karl’s 2 marks of Nykdping 1587 has a similar square with writing. The coinage of 2 and % riksdaler
weight distributed to the funeral of Gustavus Adolphus in 1634 also shares the same stylistic elements. In modern times we can see this
design feature on the commermorative 2 kronor 1932 and 5 kronor 1966.

It is this
example presented in this auction, and two examples dated 1549. One 1549 example was sold at Ahlstrom auction 56, lot 343. The
third example is currently offered at an auction in the Baltic States. We note that this extremely rare type is not recorded by Delzanno
in his reference work “Sveriges Myntbok 995-2022".

Detta mycket sillsynta och historiskt intressanta mynt ingr i en serie klippingar som priglades under den sa kallade Dackefejden
som rasade dren 1542—43. Nils Dacke som givit namn 4t detta bondeuppror mot Gustav Vasa var sjilv bonde frin Vissefjirda i
sodra delen av Kalmar lin, nira grinsen mot det vid tiden danska Blekinge. Oroligheterna hade sin grund i Gustavs politik att
stirka centralmakten. Frimst opponerade man sig mot konungens skattepalagor och kyrkopolitiken. I ett forsta skede nadde
man en uppgorelse i november 1542 dir Dacke blev ledare for bonderna i Smaland. Med Kronobergs slott, numera en mer el-
ler mindre vilbevarad slottsruin vackert beligen vid Helgasjén nigra km norr om Vixjo, som bas genomférde Dacke ett antal
reformer. Bl.a. aterupptagande av grinshandeln med Danmark och en del viktiga kyrkliga férindringar. Kung Gustav kunde
knappast acceptera det som skedde nere i Smaland utan gick viren 1543 till anfall mot Dacke och hans min. Efter diverse
strider stupade Nils Dacke i augusti samma dr. Det berittas att Gustav lit stegla hans kropp postumt och placera Dackes huvud
pa en pile vid galgbacken i Kalmar. I sin grymhet limnade kungen inget 4t slumpen utan fingslade Dackes son och lit honom
svilta ihjdl i cellen. Dessa intressanta klippingar ir for vrigt de forsta i sitt slag dir stamparna har anpassats till den kvadratiska
formen. Klippingmynt har dessutom en fordel jimfort med det runda myntet i det att det ir enklare/snabbare och dirmed
ocksa billigare att prigla.

Som bekant var ju
den forste vasakonungen inte bara erkdnt grym utan dgde ocksa stor ekonomisk insikt ... I praktiken 4r det endast 15 éret som
gér att forvirva dd det dr kint i ett knappt tiotal exemplar i privat dgo.

This very scarce and historically interesting coinage is part of a series of klippes struck during the so called Dacke War (Dackefejden)

1542—43. Nils Dacke, whose name this feudal uprising against King Gustav I bears, was a farmer from Vissefjirda in the southern

part of Kalmar County, close to the Danish border in Danish Blekinge County. The unrest was stemming from King Gustav’s approach

to centralise power, which resulted in increased taxation enforcement and politics concerning the Church. Initially in November 1542,

an agreement was made whereby Dacke was elected leader for the farmers of Smdland County. Kronoberg Castle, located by Helgasjon

(Helga lake) a few km north of Vixjo, served as base for Dacke and he put forward several reforms. E.g. resumption of border trade
with Denmark and some important changes relating to the Church. King Gustav could hardly accept this contraction of his own policies
and thus in the Spring of 1543 the King attacked Dacke and his men. After a few months of clashes, eventually Nils Dacke was killed
in August. It has been told that the King posthumously gibbeted the body of Dacke for public display in Kalmar’s gallows hill. Out of
savagery the King left nothing to chance and imprisoned Dacke’s son and let him perish and starve to death. These interesting klippes

are the first square coinage of Sweden where the dies have been specifically made for striking on square planchers. Klippe coinage has

an advantage over round coinage in that the production method was faster and easier, thus also cheaper to produce. Thence the Crown

has often struck klippe coinage in times of political unrest or urgent need of coinage. In conjunction with the Dacke War there was

an immediate need to supply payment to Danish mercenaries. The odd denomination of 15 ore is related to the King’s hope that the
mercenaries would accept 15 ore to 1 gyllen in payment. In reality this was of course not accepted by the soldiers. The King's cruelty is
well known, but he also displayed a wide knowledge and insight to economics... In practical terms the 15 ore coin of this klippe series is
the only one obtainable, with fewer than 10 examples in private hands.

Den danske kungen Fredrik II:s bror Magnus férsokte 4r 1560 att erdvra Estland men drevs tillbaka av ryssarna. Tallinn sokte
ddrfér och fick beskydd av svenskarna under konung Erik XIV. Direfter erbjods Magnus att bli linsherre med Estland som for-
lining - naturligtvis mot en ersittning om runda 40 000 daler rligen. Detta erbjudande f5ll dock inte i god jord och som svar
forbjéd Erik XIV all handel med ryska varor i utskeppningsstaden Narva. Kung Erik kriivde att denna handel skulle ske dver
de av svenskar kontrollerade stiderna Viborg och Tallinn. Danskarna 4 sin sida kunde inte acceptera att handeln i Finska viken
skedde under svensk kontroll - och beskattning. Detta blev upprinnelsen till det s& kallade Nordiska sjudrskriget. Det berittas
att den svenska delegationen ar 1562 kom till ett forhandlingsméte i Képenhamn under Erik XIV:s nya riksvapen, vari de tre
danska leoparderna och det norska uppresta lejonet fanns representerade! Ett par &r senare anvindes ocksa de svenska en- och
tvimarksmynten pd samma sitt i det politiska spelet mellan grannlinderna.

The King of Denmark, Fredrik II's brother Magnus tried to conquer Estonia in 1560, but was pushed back by the Russians. Tallinn
therefore sought protection by Sweden under King Erik XIV. Thereafter Magnus was offered a position as suzerain over Estonia, against
a salary of approx. 40000 daler yearly. This offer was not accepted, and as a result King Erik XIV banned all trade of Russian goods
in the port of Narva. King Erik demanded that all trade with Russian goods must be in the Swedish controlled ports in Viborg or in
Tallinn. The Danish could not accepr that all trade in The Gulf of Finland was under Swedish control - and taxation. This was the
start of the so called Nordic Seven Years’ War. It has been told that in 1562 the Swedish delegation attended a negotiation meeting in
Copenhagen with Erik XIV's new Coat-of-Arms which included depictions of the three Danish leopards and the Norwegian rising lion!
A few years later the Swedish 1 and 2 mark coins was used in a similar political game. The renowned numismatist C. R. Berch in 1773
writes the following on the 2 mark 1565: “Slagit til repressalier, for det at Dana-konungen hade borjat bruka Sweriges tre kronor.”
(Struck as a reprisals as the Danish King had started to use the Three Crowns of Sweden). On the obverse of the specimen offered here
we can thus see the three Danish leopards and the Norwegian rising lion. This bistorically intriguing occurrence is present only on the
mark denominations issued by Erik XIV 1564—1568. In the case of the 2 mark denomination it is only 1565 and 1567 this is shown.
Coins of the former date, i.e. this coin, are scarce and rarely offered, while the latter date is extremely rare.

Dessa bidda herrar nirde nimligen en tanke pa att storta sin halvbror kung Erik
XIV och silvret var naturligtvis en viktig bricka i detta intrikata makespel. Silvret myntades i Vadstena under éverinseende av
myntmistaren Mickel Hansson.

Endast vid
ytterligare ett tillfille har det intrdffac att tre myntherrar daterat sina respektive mynt med ett och samma 4rtal, nimligen 1598.

Erik XIV was delusional and out of paranoia he assassinated a group of Noblemen already imprisoned by him for supposed treason.
The story goes that The King and his men arrived Uppsala Castle on May 24 1568, and when they left, the following noblemen were
no longer alive; Svante, Erik and Nils Sture, Arbaham Stenbock and Ivar Liljeirn. After The King had calmed down he was struck
by regret and told that he wanted to compensation in way of blood money to Mirta Lejonhufoud, the widow of Svante Sture. This
happened - however she immediately gave the silver paid to Counts Johan (II1) and Karl (IX). The brothers were already plotting to
overthrow their elder brother and this silver gift was further help in this intricate power struggle. The silver was used to mint coins in
Vadstena under supervision of moneyer Mickel Hansson. The mintage was carried out hastily, hence the form of klippes were chosen
and the relatively simple design. The uprising was successful and the King was overthrown, with Johan III ascending the throne. The
political turbulence of 1568 is evident numismatically from the fact thar Erik XIV, Johan III and Counts Johan and Karl all minted
coins with this date. Only once more in Swedish history it has happened that three different regents or individuals with minting rights
have dated their coinage with the same date, namely in 1598.

The minting of coins by Duke Karl was a clear political mark. On the coins there is no indication whom was the King of Sweden and
moneyer i.e. bis elder brother Johan III. Through this provocative minting the Duke wanted to show his independence from Johan.
Eventually the Duke would win the power struggle of Johan’s son Sigismund and was in 1599 elected Head of State/Regent of Sweden.
He avoided to have a coronation for a few years, to avoid further provocation. Hans Menzinsky’s corpus on the coinage of Karl IX,
volume I, p. 88 writes [freely translated]: "According to sources in the books of the Chamber of Deputies (Rintekammaren) in the time
frame of December 1586 to June 1587 the moneyer [Sebastian Schoras, katalogfirfattarens komplettering] was given silver of 63 mark
coinage, 91 lod and 1 quintin silver ore, i.e. 13.39 kg. From this a maximum of 932 pcs of 2 marks could be struck, each of 14.37
g However, this series was struck by roller dies and then a maximum of approx. 500 pes could be minted (unless the remnants of the
metal strips was re-melted and made more strips of), of which 25 genuine examples have been examined (two counterfeits have been
noted). ... Only one die pair has been used”. It is notable that of the 25 examples Menzinsky examined a majority are in institutional
collections. Approximately 10 of these coins are available on the private market.

The rare 6 mark 1609 struck in silver is a one year type on all accounts! It is the first, and only, time a denomination of 6 mark is
struck. The 6 mark is also part of a sevies with a similar 8 mark and a few very rare gold coins struck with the same dies and likely were
struck to the occasion of Karl's Eriksgata (Procession style journey a newly athroned King of Sweden must undertake) the same year.
The reverse design of this series is unique in that it displays a standing lion in a shield, surrounded by the Three Crowns of Sweden.
The legend tells us that this was the Coat- of-Arms of Sweden during the reign of Magnus Ladulis (1275—-1290). The topic may be
seen as a political addendum to the debate about the right to the Three Crowns as a symbol, which was an ongoing dabate between
Denmark and Sweden. The obverse inner legend exists with two different varieties - SO(LATIUM respectively SOL)(LATIUM. The
Jformer appears more scarce. The correct weight of the 6 mark is theoretically 29.62 g with asw of 25.30 g. The riksdaler, which was
struck 1608, 1610 and 1611, according to the Coinage Act of 1570 should have asw 25.60 g - i.e. almost exactly that of the 6 mark! By
this reasoning collector have bistorically added the 6 mark to their riksdaler collections. N.b. that specifically 1609, no riksdalers were
minted. It can also be noted that as of 1604 the daler changed name to riksdaler. The amount of 4 mark was called 1 Swedish daler.
However the denominations of e.g. 4 mark continued to be given in mark.

The very sought after riksdaler type of 1633 depicts the barely 7 year old Queen standing behind a table. Kristina is holding the orb
(Riksiipplet) in her hand while the crown and sceptre are placed on the table. It is noticable that of the regalia the key is missing. The
well known numismatist and official C. R. Berch in 1773 writes in his "Beskrifning dfwer Swenska Mynt ...” (Description of Swedish
Coins) on p. 142: "Another [riksdaler] of year 1633, thus remarkable, even though crown and the other [regalia] are on the table,
she holds the orb in hand; despite being a minor, she, and no one else, was King [Sicl] of Sweden.” By tradition this coin has been
attributed to be minted in Stockholm, but it appears to be consistent withmodern research. Most experts appear in agreement that the
engraver should be goldsmith Hans Weiler (d. 1656). Weiler is first mentioned as engraver of Duke Johans coinage in Siderkiping in
1617. Several contemporary medals of the era that have been attributed to Weiler show similar style and composition as this first type
of Kristina’s riksdaler.

Serafimerriksdalern 1748 ir en udda fagel pa den svenska numismatiska himlen. Typen ir en av vildigt f4 mynt som bir ett
datum - nimligen ”D. 17 APR. 1748”. Det ir emellertid inte datumet dé serafimerorden instiftades, vilket ibland felaktigt har
angetts. Detta skedde nimligen efter ett skriftligt initiativ forfattat av riksrddet Anders Johan von Hopken i slutet av ar 1747
och signerat av arkitekten Carl Hirleman. Godkinnandet dgde rum den 23 februari 1748 av konungen. Den 17 april 1748
avser i stillet konungens fodelsedag, enligt den gregorianska tiderikningen, och det var det datumet som den férsta historiska
dubbningen av serafimerriddare skulle iga rum. Men, allt blir inte som planerat. Pa grund av Fredrik I:s vacklande hilsa var
man tvunget att skjuta pd hdgtidligheten till dagen sfter - den 18 april! De forsta att bli dubbade var riksriden, presidenten i
Kommerskollegium och tvé generaler, inalles 24 personer. Dirtill skall liggas konungen sjilv, arvfursten Adolf Fredrik samt
slutligen den blott 2-arige prins Gustav (III). I samband med ordens inférande hade riksrddet att ta stillning till ett projekt
som syftade till att hugfista minnet av Serafimerordens inférande med ett speciellt riksdalermynt. Det noterades d4 att vid den
senaste riksdalermyntningen hade ett hundratal myntplantsar icke anvints. Vid granskning av de firdiga mynten jimfért med
ordensstatuterna hade man nimligen funnit att frinsidans riksvapen borde omslutas av Serafimerordens kedja och dirfor illfilligt
avbrutit myntningen.

The so called Seraphim riksdaler of 1748 is an unusual creature in Swedish numismatics. The type is one of very few that have a date,
namely "D. 17 APR. 1748”. However the date is not the one of the founding of the Order of the Seraphim, which has sometimes erra-
neously been claimed. The founding of the Order was made in writing by initiativ of the Council of the Realm (riksridet) Anders Johan
von Hipken at the end of 1747 and signed by the architect Carl Harleman. The approval was given by the King on 23 February 1748.
The date 17 April 1748 instead reflects the birthday of the King, according to the Gregorian calendar, and likewise the planned date
of the historical first dubbing of Knights of the Order of the Seraphim. However, not everything went to plan, and due to ill health of
the King this eventually happened on the following day, April 18! The first to be dubbed were the Councils of the Realm, the president
of College of Commerce (Kommerskollegium) and two generals, in total 24 individuals. To that shall be added the King himself, Adolf
Fredrik, and prince Gustav (II1). Inconjunction with the occasion, the Council of the realm had to make a decision regarding a riks-
daler coinage to commemorate the event. It was then noted that from the previous coinage of riksdalers, there were about 100 unused
planchets. Upon inspection of the struck coinage compared with the Statutes of the Order it could be seen that the Coat-of-Arms on the
reverse should enclosed by the chain of the Order of the Seraphim and thus the minting was temporarily stopped. Council of the Realm
Carl Fredrik Piper made the decision to engrave a new reverse die. Thus the coinage happened twice, in June 1748 and with the new
die, in January 1749. On the first occasion, 100 riksdalers were minted, and on the second occasion 109 pes minted. The herewith
presented example of the Seraphim riksdaler is from the dies used in January 1749. At last we can note that even the well reknowned
collector Gunnar Ekstrom was missing this important type coin in his collection! Further reading: Article by B. Hemmingsson “1748
ars serafimermynt” published in SNT (Swedish Numismatic Newspaper) March 2012.

This very interesting and highly sought after riksdaler is unique in the history of Swedish coinage! The obverse is depicting the Late King
as opposed to the ruling monarch, which is very surprising, especially as the reverse legend and monogram is that of King Karl Johan!
This variety appears to first be mentioned by Oldenburg in his description of bis collection from 1883 - he writes: (free translation)

"Likely this 0bv. has by mistake been used together with reverse of Carl XIV Johan riksdaler of above date [1820, our note]. (Unique?).”.

However there are strikes of this variety in copper with the same die combination see e.g. Misab auction 14, lot 125, we can safely dismiss

Oldenburgs theory of a mistake. Particularly as multiple strikes on uncut strips are known e.g. Mynthuset auction 2, lot 403, where a

strip of eight (1) strikes was sold. Oldenburg clearly did not know of other examples at the time of his comments, but today we know of
about 10 examples in silver in private hands, in addition to the copper strikes.

The rare riksdalers with edge lettering "534 8/9 TROYSKA ASS FINSILFVER” contains 534 8/9 ass fine silver. A Swedish ass should
have the weight of 1/8848 skilpund (Swedish pound, 425.076 g) i.e. 0.048042 g. This means our riksdaler has 25.7 g of fine silver.
The rotal weight of the coin should be approx. 29.35 g, which gives a fineness of 87,85% or 878,5/1000 - which is what the Coinage
Act of 1818 is prescribing. However, already by the Coinage Act of 1830, the principle to put the fineness expressed in troy ass on the
edge was abandoned. From this point onwards, instead the fineness was expressed in 1/100ths, which meant a significant simplification
”75/100 DELAR FINSILFVER’. The Coinage Act of 1830 also reduced the fineness to 75% silver, consequently 25.5 g fine silver, so
the gross weight of the coin increased to 34.0 g.

corresponding to 25 francs ...” We can see that the minting of 25 francs coinage never happened in Sweden!
